Purpose of this form
This form is for the use of industry bodies or associations that submit code registration applications to the Australian Communications and Media Authority (the ACMA) under paragraph 117(1)(c) of the Telecommunications Act 1997 (the Act) or applications for variation of a registered code,  under paragraph  119A(1)(c) of the Act.

It is designed to enable industry bodies or associations to easily substantiate that consultation was undertaken on the industry code under paragraphs 117(1)(g) to (j) of the Act (code registration) or under paragraphs 119A(1)(g) to (j) (varying a code).
One completed copy of this form from the ACCC, TIO, at least one consumer representative body or association and (where required) the Information Commissioner should be provided by an industry body or association submitting a code for registration or a variation of a code for approval to the ACMA.
Note to industry body or association
A copy of this form should be completed and signed by each of the agencies or consumer bodies or associations consulted by the industry body or association under paragraphs 117(1)(g)​–(j)  or 119A(1)(g)–(j) as required by the Act. The industry body should then obtain the completed form from each entity consulted and provide the forms to the ACMA with the industry body’s code registration or code variation application.
Applications for code registration should be made on the form Application form for registration of an industry code under Part 6 of the Telecommunications Act. Applications to vary a code should be made on the form Application form for approval to vary a registered industry code under Part 6 of the Telecommunications Act. All applications should conform to the ACMA’s requirements as detailed on the relevant form and in the ACMA publication Developing Telecommunications Codes for Registration — A Guide.
Note to certifying agency/body/association
This certificate must be completed and signed by an officer of the agency, body or association at an appropriate level. It should be accompanied (where necessary) by further comments from the agency, body or association on its letterhead. The formal comment provided on this form must be based on a final draft of the code or code variation concerned.
