Background
Curtin University of Technology (the licensee) is a community radio broadcasting licensee, licenced to represent the educational community interest in the Perth RA1 licence area. It commenced broadcasting in October 1976 and its current licence expires on 20 September 2020.
On 28 June 2019, the Australian Communications and Media Authority (the ACMA) received a complaint alleging the licensee failed to comply with licence conditions 155 times across a two-week period in March 2019. The allegations relate to the broadcast of advertisements on 70 occasions, and exceeding the hourly limit on broadcast of sponsorship announcements on 85 occasions.
On 3 July 2019, the licensee advised that it no longer held audio records for the relevant two-week period in March 2019. (The ACMA notes that it was not required to do so). On 15 July 2019, the ACMA commenced an investigation under the Broadcasting Services Act 1992 (the BSA) into the licensee’s compliance with paragraph 9(1)(b) [prohibition on broadcast of advertisements] and paragraph 9(3)(b) [time limit for sponsorship announcements] of Schedule 2 to the BSA for material broadcast on 2 July 2019 from 12:00 to 15:00, and from 17:00 to 20:00.
The sample date of Tuesday 2 July 2019 was selected, as it was within the licensee’s record retention period, was before the licensee was made aware of the 28 June complaint, and because Tuesday was the weekday identified in the complaint as having the highest incidence of non-compliance in the March 2019 period which was the subject of the complaint. 
The broadcast material which was part of the investigation was ‘Afternoons’ with Jenny Seaton, ‘Drive’ with Ray Finn and ‘Tuesday Evening’ with Kerry McBride.
Assessment and submissions
This investigation is based on submissions from the broadcaster and a copy of the broadcasts that the licensee has provided to the ACMA. Other sources are identified where relevant.
Issue 1: Did the licensee exceed the time limit for sponsorship announcements?
Relevant provisions of the BSA are provided at Attachment A.
Licensee’s submission
The licensee submitted:
Sponsorship announcements are timed and tagged appropriately (see attached logs).

The Station in all programming (except for the weekday afternoon program) at approximately "10 to the hour" broadcasts a vignette of community service announcements, these are for not for profit organisations and its part of the Station's ongoing commitment to supporting local community based organisations and initiatives.

The Station will also when it is appropriate broadcast a stand-alone community service announcement.

The Station will also at times broadcast Station promotional material promoting fundraising initiatives and announcements promotion charities that it has a collaboration with.

The Station as part of [it’s] programming will often promote University initiatives around teaching and research and these may be broadcast as stand-alone announcements. The University owns and operates Curtin FM.
Finding
The licensee did not breach paragraph 9(3)(b) of Schedule 2 to the BSA between 12:00 and 15:00, or between 17:00 and 20:00 on 2 July 2019. 
Reasons
Under paragraph 9(3)(b) of Schedule 2 to the BSA, community broadcasting radio licensees are permitted to broadcast five minutes of sponsorship announcements in any hour of broadcast. For the purposes of calculation, an hour of broadcast is taken to commence at the start of each hour. A sponsorship announcement acknowledges financial support of the licensee by a person or support of a program broadcast on a service provided under the licence. The duration of a sponsorship announcement includes the acknowledgment of support and play-in/play-out music to the announcement.[footnoteRef:1]  [1:  ACMA Community Broadcasting Sponsorship Guidelines 2008, p. 15 at https://www.acma.gov.au/-/media/Community-Broadcasting-and-Safeguards/Advice/pdf/Community-Broadcasting-Sponsorship-Guidelines-2008.PDF] 


Based on its assessment of broadcast material, the ACMA has calculated the duration of the sponsorship announcements as listed in the table below.

A list of sponsorship announcements that acknowledge financial support is provided as part of the licensee’s submission at Attachment C. All of the sponsorship announcements were pre-recorded and intended to promote the products or services of the businesses. All were appropriately tagged with the phrase ‘station sponsor’ or ‘this news/weather report brought to you by’. The inclusion of these words indicates that the licensee was acknowledging the consideration in cash or in kind that it had received from the relevant sponsor. 
The ACMA has calculated that for each hour between 12:00 and 15:00, and between 17:00 and 20:00, the licensee did not broadcast more than 5 minutes of sponsorship announcements.
Material to be excluded in calculating the duration of sponsorship announcements
In calculating the duration of sponsorship announcements broadcast in an hour, account is not to be taken of:
· material that promotes a licensee’s products, services or activities and for which the licensee did not receive any consideration in cash or in kind.
· community information or community promotional material, provided a licensee did not receive any consideration in cash or in kind. 
The following material has been excluded in calculating the duration of sponsorship announcements. 
Promotions of a licensee’s products, services or activities
Station promotions were broadcast at 17:21, 18:20 and 19:22, lasting 30 seconds on each occasion. The promotions identified the opportunity for listeners to record a voiceover for one of the licensee’s community service announcements, with proceeds going to the licensee’s 2019 Radiothon. 
Community information or community promotional material
The ACMA considers that the following announcements are community information because the announcements relate either to a charity or non-profit organisation, or meet the needs of the community served by the licensee, or provide genuine community information material about local community events. The relevant organisations did not provide financial consideration for the broadcast of the material.
· An announcement for Winter Warmer Cup a Soup Appeal, a collaboration between Curtin FM and Perth Homeless Support Group, was broadcast at 15:24 for 30 seconds encouraging listeners to donate to the Perth Homeless; 
· An announcement for Motor Museum of WA, a not-for-profit organisation operated by volunteers through the Motor Museum of WA Trust (Inc), was broadcast at 19:42 for 30 seconds; and
· The ‘vignette of community service announcements’ (as described by the licensee) was a cluster of three or four announcements broadcast at 17:50, 18:53 and 19:53 and lasting for up to 60 seconds. The announcements referred to community organisations such as Association of Independent Retirees Perth, Masonic Touring Club WA, Soroptimist International South Perth, Lions Club, Country Women’s Association Safety Bay and a local men’s shed. The announcements provided community information such as meeting dates, times and locations. 
The licensee also broadcast announcements for Retirees WA between 12:00 and 15:00. These announcements did not have sponsorship tags and have been included in the timing for ‘Other announcements’ in Table 1.  The ACMA’s assessment of this material is provided under Issue 2.  
Issue 2: Did the licensee broadcast advertisements?
Relevant provisions of the BSA are provided at Attachment A.
Finding
The licensee breached the licence condition set out at paragraph 9(1)(b) of Schedule 2 to the BSA [prohibition on broadcast of advertisements] in relation to the broadcast of material relating to Retirees WA between 12:00 and 15:00 on 2 July 2019.
Reasons
Under paragraph 9(1)(b) of Schedule 2 to the BSA, community broadcasting licensees are prohibited from broadcasting advertisements.
The BSA does not define ‘advertisement’. The ACMA considers an advertisement is potentially any broadcast that is intended to promote a product or service, regardless of whether payment in cash or in kind has been received.[footnoteRef:2] [2:  Community Broadcasting Sponsorship Guidelines 2008, p3.] 

Subclause 2(2) of Schedule 2 to the BSA provides for a number of qualifications to the general prohibition on advertising on community broadcasting services. These relate to the broadcasting of:
· community information material or community promotional material
· a sponsorship announcement that acknowledges financial support by a person of the licensee or of a program broadcast on a service provided under the licence
· material that announces or promotes a service provided under the licence, including material that is likely to induce public support, whether financially or otherwise, or to make use of, the service or services provided under the licence.
These provisions apply to material of an advertising character such that it is ‘not taken to be’ advertising for the purposes of the prohibition in paragraph 9(1)(b).
In determining whether the licensee breached the licence condition prohibiting the broadcast of advertisements, the ACMA must consider:
· whether the material broadcast was of an advertising character; and, if so 
· whether any of the provisions in subclause 2(2) apply.
Was the material broadcast of an advertising character?
The licensee broadcast 15 pre-recorded and ‘live read’ announcements for Retirees WA between 12:00 and 15:00, totalling 6 minutes 55 seconds (a transcript of the announcements is at Attachment B).
The announcements broadcast by the licensee promoted the benefits for Retirees WA’s membership including general and financial advice, access to a social club, retirement villages, an aged care facility and a funeral fund. The material is of advertising character and designed to draw public attention to the services and products mentioned.
Are any of the Subclause 2(2) provisions applicable to the material of an advertising character?
Paragraph 2(2)(a) – community information material
What is community information material?
The Sponsorship Guidelines note ‘any broadcast that provides information about community events or promotes community services… may fall into this category. Usually, licensees receive no payment for the broadcast of this type of material and therefore they do not need to be tagged.’ The examples provided in the Sponsorship Guidelines include ‘announcements that can be seen to meet the needs of the community served by the licensee’ and ‘announcements about goods or services, where the money raised benefits the community, a non-profit group or a community organisation.’  
Licensee’s submission
In its submission of 19 July 2019 to the ACMA, the licensee described the broadcast and relationship with Retirees WA: 
The Tuesday afternoon program 12 noon to 3 pm is an access arrangement program with Retirees WA, a not for profit organisation and hence much of the content of this program is around promoting the activities and work of Retirees WA in the community. The ACMA have previously investigated Curtin FM' s access arrangement with Retirees WA and have ruled that it does not constitute a sponsorship arrangement. 

What is an access arrangement program?
The ACMA’s Community Broadcasting Sponsorship Guidelines 2008 (the Sponsorship Guidelines) provide a description for the ‘sale of airtime’ (also known as an ‘access agreement’) as ‘a practice where a licensee enters into any arrangement under which a person accepts consideration in cash or in kind from an individual or organisation in return for allowing that person or organisation to select or provide program material during an agreed timeslot.’ While the licensee may not produce the content provided under an access arrangement, they remain responsible for all material broadcast under their licence. 
The ACMA understands Retirees WA’s access arrangement with the licensee has been in place since 2002 and requires Retirees WA to pay a fee to the licensee, which entitles it to provide broadcast content for 3 hours each week (on a Tuesday afternoon). 
The ACMA’s previous investigation 
The ACMA’s previous investigation concluded announcements for Retirees WA, in the context of that broadcast, were not taken to be the broadcasting of advertisements, as the announcements provided community information material.
The ACMA found Retirees WA was a not-for-profit community organisation with an objective to meet the needs of its members. The ACMA decided the program provided under the access agreement at that time, Seeking Solutions, was provided with ‘an emphasis on the provision of information that was consistent with the licensee’s obligation to meet the educational needs of the Perth RA1 licence area’. The report concluded that: ‘the announcements are not advertisements as they provide information relevant to the licensee’s community interest.’
The outcome of any ACMA investigation of compliance by a broadcaster will depend on the facts and circumstances of the particular case. For this investigation, the ACMA has considered the inclusion of Retirees WA announcements, and its relationship with the licensee, in the context of the material broadcast on 2 July 2019.  
Broadcast of community information material relating to Retirees WA on 2 July 2019
The ACMA understands the announcements broadcast on 2 July 2019 were part of the material broadcast pursuant to the access arrangement between the licensee and Retirees WA. As such, the licensee received payment for the broadcast of the announcements. 
The ACMA is satisfied that:
· Retirees WA is a community organisation that provides services to local communities in the licence area, for example facilitating social activities that promote social inclusion. 
· the money raised by goods or services promoted by Retirees WA is likely to benefit the not-for-profit community organisation. 
The ACMA considers that general information about the organisation is genuine ‘community information material’. For example, at 12:56 on 2 July 2019, the licensee broadcast the following material:
If you’d like to make new friends, enjoy the friendship of like-minded people and have a bit of fun, then give Retirees WA a call. They would just love to introduce you to one of their branches, or they can help you set up a branch in your own area. You simply call Retirees WA on 9362 0100.
The licensee broadcast this announcement and similar Retirees WA announcements, that were community information material, at 12:20, 12:54, 13:28, 13:42 and 14:22. The broadcasting of these announcements is not taken to be the broadcasting of an advertisement.
Broadcast of material relating to Retirees WA on 2 July 2019 that was not community information material
The ACMA considers that the licensee did not broadcast ‘community information material’ when it broadcast material about commercial products like funeral plans or retirement villages. 
For example, at 12:42 on 2 July 2019, the licensee broadcast the following material:
We don’t like talking about planning funerals, but isn’t making a plan in advance better than guessing in a time of grief? A Retirees WA funeral plan doesn’t remove the grief, but it does offer some peace of mind. A Retirees WA funeral plan will save you over 50 per cent on funeral costs. Starting from just $3,025, with your choice of funeral director. Have a say in your funeral, pre-plan it with Retirees WA. Call Henrietta or Jenny on 9362 0100.
Similar announcements were broadcast at 13:22, 13:52, 14:12 and 14:41.
At 13:03 on 2 July 2019, the licensee broadcast the following material:
With Retirees WA, you can retire into a safe world surrounded by like-minded people. You can choose an independent living unit from one of their eighteen retirement villages, in locations between Busselton and Geraldton, that are managed by Retirees WA. You can move into a community with low maintenance fees and exempt from local government rates. Give them a call on 9362 0100 or visit their website www.retireeswa.com.au to find out more. Oh, and yes, you can take a little pet friend with you.
Similar announcements were broadcast at 12:04, 14:03 and 14:52.
These announcements promote products (funeral plans and retirement villages) and are not considered to be community information material and, for the broadcast of which, the licensee receives payment under the access arrangement. The announcements did not provide genuine community information. They were not related to the needs of listeners, or community events or services, and were not directed to raising money to benefit the community.[footnoteRef:3] [3:  For example, Retirees WA funeral plan product is brokered through a for-profit business and only available to a limited number of listeners (Retirees WA members). ] 

Paragraphs 2(2)(b) and (c) – Sponsorship announcements and station promotions
The announcements for Retirees WA are neither sponsorship announcements nor station promotions, as provided for by the exceptions at paragraphs 2(2)(b) and (c). 
Conclusion 
Some of the announcements broadcast during the Retirees WA program come within the terms of paragraph 2(2)(a), and accordingly are ‘not taken to be’ advertisements. However, those promoting commercial products such as funeral plans and retirement villages cannot be considered to be community information material and are therefore advertisements. Their broadcast was, accordingly, in breach of the licence condition which prohibits the broadcast of advertisements.
Further licensee submission
In response to the ACMA’s investigation report, the licensee’s submission of 16 January 2020:
Curtin FM 100.1 is committed to resolving this issue to the satisfaction of the ACMA and it will adopt the recommendation that material that is broadcast by Retires WA promoting the ‘commercial’ aspects of their operations (Funeral Fund and Retirement Villages) will now be tagged with Station Sponsor.

Issue 1: Did the licensee exceed the time limit for sponsorship announcements?

2—Interpretation—certain things do not amount to broadcasting of advertisements

is not taken to be the broadcasting of an advertisement.

Part 5—Community broadcasting licences
9  Conditions applicable to services provided under community broadcasting licences

(a)		the licensee will not, in contravention of the Tobacco Advertising Prohibition Act 1992, broadcast a tobacco advertisement within the meaning of that Act;

Interpretation of ‘advertisement’ from Community Broadcasting Sponsorship Guidelines 2008
As noted in the investigation report, the BSA does not define ‘advertisement’. The ACMA’s Community Broadcasting Sponsorship Guidelines 2008 include the following information:
In investigating complaints, ACMA has previously had regard to the following:
· The High Court’s consideration of the meaning of the term ‘advertising’ in the context of the former Broadcasting Act 1942:
It would seem to be used in a broad general sense which would encompass a broadcast or telecast of material ‘designed or calculated to draw public attention’ to something … regardless of whether the broadcast or telecast ‘serves a purpose other than that of advertising’[footnoteRef:4] [4:  Australian Capital Television Pty Ltd and the State of New South Wales v The Commonwealth (1992) 177 CLR 106 at 166.] 

· The plain English definition in the Macquarie Dictionary (Fourth Edition), which defines ‘advertisement’ as follows:
Advertisement: noun any device or public announcement, as a printed notice in a newspaper, a commercial film on television, a neon sign, etc., designed to attract public attention, bring in custom, etc.
Accordingly, an advertisement is potentially any broadcast that is intended to promote a product or service, regardless of whether payment in cash or in kind has been received by a licensee, or by any employee, agent, contractor or volunteer of the service.
