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Indexation of Australian program production budget and licence fee figures
Section 13 of the Broadcasting Services (Australian Content and Children’s Television) Standards 2020 (ACCTS) requires commercial free-to-air television licensees to broadcast at least 250 points each year of first release Australian programs from genres including drama, documentary and children’s non-drama. 

Points are calculated by multiplying the duration of the program (in hours) by the pre-determined genre point allocation for the particular program genre and production budget.

Section 15 of the ACCTS specifies a formula for calculating increases for the production budget and licence fee figures for 2022 and later years. If the CPI number
 increased over the twelve months to the September quarter preceding 1 January of the relevant year, an increase to the amount is calculated using the formula:
