1. 

Background 
In April 2021, the Australian Communications and Media Authority (the ACMA) commenced an investigation under the Broadcasting Services Act 1992 (the BSA) into whether the service provided by Myall Coast Radio Incorporated (the Licensee) is an open narrowcasting service as defined by section 18 of the BSA.
The ACMA also investigated whether the Licensee has breached a licence condition applicable to narrowcasting services under the Radiocommunications Act 1992 (the Radcoms Act).
Extracts from the complaint alleging the service is not a narrowcasting service are at Attachment A.
Myall Coast Radio FM operates from Hawks Nest, NSW. Extracts from the Licensee’s submissions to the ACMA are at Attachment B.
Issue 1: Is the Licensee providing an open narrowcasting service in accordance with its radiocommunications licence conditions?
Relevant legislative provisions 
The Licensee holds an apparatus licence issued under the Radcoms Act to operate a low powered open narrowcast service station (LPON). 
The apparatus licence is issued subject to a condition at paragraph 4.8(a) of the Radiocommunications Licence Conditions (Broadcasting Licence) Determination 2015 (the LCD), which requires a licensee to only operate the station to provide a low power open narrowcasting service. 
A narrowcasting service is defined under section 18 of the BSA which states:
(1) [bookmark: _Hlk81409536]Open narrowcasting services are broadcasting services:
(a) whose reception is limited:
(i) by being targeted to special interest groups; or
(ii) by being intended only for limited locations, for example, arenas or business premises; or
(iii) by being provided during a limited period or to cover a special event; or
(iv) because they provide programs of limited appeal; or
(v) for some other reason; and
(b) that comply with any determinations or clarifications under section 19 in relation to open narrowcasting services.
The relevant legislative provisions are at Attachment C.
Finding
The ACMA’s finding is that the Licensee is not providing an open narrowcasting service, within the meaning of section 18 of the BSA. Consequently, the Licensee has failed to comply with the condition at paragraph 4.8(a) of the LCD.
Reasons
To assess compliance, the ACMA has addressed the following questions:
· Is Myall Coast Radio FM targeted to special interest groups?

· Is Myall Coast Radio FM intended only for limited locations?
· Is Myall Coast Radio FM limited by being provided during a limited period or to cover a special event?
· Does Myall Coast Radio FM provide programs of limited appeal?

· Is the Licensee contravening a condition of its licence?
The ACMA evaluated Myall Coast Radio FM programming aired in March and April 2021 using information provided by the Licensee including program schedules, station logs, and samples of broadcasts. A summary of the information assessed by the ACMA is at Attachment D.
Is Myall Coast Radio FM targeted to special interest groups?
Subparagraph 18(1)(a)(i) of the BSA specifies that a broadcasting service may be an open narrowcasting service if its reception is limited by being targeted to special interest groups. 
The ACMA’s Narrowcasting for radio: Guidelines and information about open and subscription narrowcasting radio services (the Narrowcasting Guidelines) state that a special interest group is a specific group of people that share and represent an interest. A special interest group is understood to be a community or association of interest that is representative of a subset of the total population able to receive the broadcast. A group of people may be a special interest group whether or not the group is organised on a formal basis. [footnoteRef:1] [1:  ACMA Narrowcast Guidelines p. 7. https://www.acma.gov.au/industry-codes-practice  
] 

The Licensee submitted:
Even within the limited number of residents who have had access to the broadcasts MCR is not intended to be of general appeal and certainly does not include a ‘significant amount of programming that is common to commercial radio services’. Programming per week is provided by our presenters with, as a short-term measure, pre-recorded music services being used outside these times. Our intention remains to service a number of special interest groups of residents in the area. 
The ACMA notes that the Licensee’s submission does not identify the special interest group(s) currently targeted by the service. Notwithstanding, the ACMA has reviewed the programming provided by Myall Coast Radio FM to determine whether it is targeted to a special interest group or groups.  
Myall Coast Radio is broadcast 24 hours a day on 7 days of each week. The service is comprised of:

· 128 hours (76 per cent) of automated programming that is predominantly music
interspersed with station identifications, news, and weather bulletins.
· 40 hours (24 per cent) of programs hosted live by local presenters, predominantly music interspersed with station identifications, news, and weather bulletins.
Music is the primary element of the service provided by Myall Coast Radio, during both its automated and live hosted programs. Accordingly, the ACMA has considered whether the service is targeted to a special interest group relating to music. The Narrowcasting Guidelines includes:
Although there may be unorganised special interest groups whose interest is a particular form of music, generally the ACMA takes the view that services with a music-based format would not meet the narrowcast criteria on the basis that the reception is limited by being targeted to ‘special interest groups’.
A class of people who are interested in, or fans of, a particular form of music will generally not be regarded as a special interest group. Classes of people such as dance music enthusiasts or country music fans are too vaguely defined to be regarded as special interest groups because the actual music being referred to is not adequately identified and, at their broadest, these categories include at least some popular music of broad appeal.[footnoteRef:2] [2:  ACMA Narrowcasting Guidelines p 8. https://www.acma.gov.au/industry-codes-practice ] 

The Licensee provided the following summary of its music programming:                     
The music we provide is across the music genre as described below: (weekly hours are approximate)
Folk				Australian and International artists – 6 hours
60’s, 70’s and 80’s                     	Australian and International artists – 18 hours
Australian Country                    	Australia Artists – 15 hours                    
Jazz and country                      	Australian and International artists – 12 hours

The ACMA considers that the music programming broadcast by Myall Coast Radio is targeted to a broad audience and not targeted to a special interest group or groups.
The ACMA reviewed the descriptions of programs in the Myall Coast Radio program schedule, station logs, and sample recordings of live programs, to assess whether any of the programs target a special interest group. The live hosted programs include:
· a breakfast program from 7 am to 10 am weekdays
· 8 programs dedicated to the music genres described above 
· a local news program.
The ACMA considers that the live hosted programs are predominantly dedicated to music programming and are not targeted to a special interest group or groups.
The ACMA’s finding is that the Myall Coast Radio FM service is not limited by being targeted to a special interest group or groups. 
Is Myall Coast Radio FM intended only for limited locations?
Subparagraph 18(1)(a)(ii) of the BSA specifies that a broadcasting service may be an open  narrowcasting service if its reception is limited by being intended only for limited locations, for example, arenas or business premises. 
The Licensee made the following submissions about the geographic coverage of its services:
MCR broadcasts within the limited defined Hawks Nest/Tea Gardens area. This area has, according to the Australian Bureau of Statistics an estimated population of 5,365. Currently there is no reception in the Palm Lake Resort and the Grange precincts (approximately 800 residents) in Tea Gardens nor in the Swan Bay precinct in Hawks Nest. Our estimate is that we are currently only able to deliver broadcasts to 50% of the population or 2,682 residents.  The number of residents who have been able to access the broadcasts is in fact considerably lower as there have been significant technical challenges which has until recently severely restricted the ability of listeners to receive the broadcasts as well as broadcast quality issues which has required the shutdown of transmission on numerous occasions.
The ACMA interprets the term ‘limited location’ based on the examples provided in the BSA. The Narrrowcasting Guidelines list other examples of limited locations as being hospitals, shopping centres, schools, pubs and clubs.[footnoteRef:3] [3:  ACMA Narrowcasting Guidelines p 9. https://www.acma.gov.au/industry-codes-practice ] 

[bookmark: _Hlk79485338]A model of Myall Coast Radio FM’s coverage prepared by the ACMA indicates that the coverage of the service is likely to reach an audience of between 1,420 and 2,264 people of whom approximately 1,200 people live within 2km of the LPON transmitter. 
The ACMA notes the Licensee’s submission that the reception of Myall Coast Radio reaches only 50% of the population of the Hawks Nest/Tea Gardens area. However, the Licensee has not identified a location within that area to which it is intended that the service is limited. The fact that a broadcasting service can be received by less than the total population of a geographical area does not in itself support a conclusion that the reception is limited by being intended only for limited locations (such as an arena or business premises). Moreover, by broadcasting the service into a large geographic area rather than to any specific location, the ACMA considers that the reception of Myall Coast Radio is intended to be received by any location, without limitation, in which its signal can be received within that area.
Accordingly, the ACMA’s finding is that the reception of the Myall Coast Radio FM service is not limited by being intended only for limited locations. 
[bookmark: _Hlk25315412][bookmark: _Hlk26445826]Is Myall Coast Radio FM limited by being provided during a limited period or to cover a special event?
Subparagraph 18(1)(a)(iii) of the BSA specifies that a broadcasting service may be an open narrowcasting service if its reception is limited by being provided during a limited time period or to cover a special event.
The submissions by the licensee indicate that Myall Coast Radio FM is broadcast 24 hours a day on 7 days of each week and is not broadcast to cover a special event.
The ACMA’s finding is that the Myall Coast Radio FM service is not limited by being provided during a limited period or to cover a special event.

Does Myall Coast Radio FM provide programs of limited appeal?
[bookmark: _Hlk25315128][bookmark: _Hlk24541808]Subparagraph 18(1)(a)(iv) of the BSA specifies that a broadcasting service may be an open narrowcasting service if its reception is limited because it broadcasts programs of limited appeal.
To assess whether Myall Coast Radio FM is of limited appeal the ACMA has considered:
· the nature of the audience to which services are targeted, 

· the nature of the programs, 

· the content of other broadcasting services available in the area,
· whether the program components such as music, news and weather, and other information would commonly be found on services of general appeal.
The Narrowcasting Guidelines advise that a service will not be of limited appeal if it appears to be intended to appeal to the general public[footnoteRef:4].  [4:  ACMA Narrowcasting Guidelines p 10. https://www.acma.gov.au/industry-codes-practice] 

The ACMA’s assessment of the appeal of a service is based on the program elements taken as a whole, rather than individual programs. The more a service incorporates significant program components that are common to commercial radio services of general appeal, the less likely it is to be a narrowcasting service. 
In assessing the service as a whole, the ACMA considered the primary program components which include:
· music programming,
· news and weather bulletins,
· live hosted programs.
Music Programming
Music is a predominant element of both the automated programming and live hosted programs.
As outlined above, the Licensee submitted that the service broadcasts music from a broad range of genres including folk, 60’s, 70’s and 80’s, Australian Country, Jazz, Top Hits, Baby Boomer Classics, and ‘music from around the world’.
[bookmark: _Hlk80169771]The ACMA reviewed station logs and audio recordings provided by the Licensee that indicated the genre of music broadcast during a 24-hour sample of automated programming was comprised as follows[footnoteRef:5]: [5:  The classifications are based on information in the station logs which includes the name of the artist, the genre, and the year of release of each music track.] 

· Pop Rock Oldies – 138 tracks (34%) including well known artists and tracks released from the 1960s to the 1990s including for example The Beatles, David Bowie, Peter Allen, Prince, Diana Ross, Don McLean, Tom Jones, and Michael Jackson.
· Australian Pop Rock Oldies – 54 tracks (14%) including well known artists and tracks released from the 1960s to 2015 including for example The Easybeats, The Seekers, Air Supply, the Bee Gees, Midnight Oil, John Farnham, Dragon, Tina Arena, Kate Ceberano, Natalie Imbruglia and The Little River Band. 
· Easy Listening – 104 tracks (26%) including well known international artists and tracks released from the 1930s to 2015 including for example Nina Simone, Edith Piaf, Ella Fitzgerald, Engelbert Humperdink, Nat King Cole, Bing Crosby, Harry Connick Jnr, Barbara Streisand and Frank Sinatra.
· Australian Country/Country Folk – 104 tracks (26%) including well known Australian and American artists and tracks released from the 1990’s to 2016 including for example Keith Urban, Tania Kernaghan, Troy Cassar-Daly, Slim Dusty, John Williamson, Dolly Parton, Johnny Cash, Willie Nelson, Emmylou Harris and Patsy Cline.
The ACMA assessed the genre of music broadcast during live hosted programs by reviewing a weekly program schedule, station logs, and audio recordings provided by the Licensee. 
The program schedule describes 10 live hosted programs. A copy is at Attachment E.
The ACMA noted that the following live hosted programs appear to be dedicated to a narrow music genre:
· Easy Listening Sunday – swing Jazz classics from the 1940s and 1950s,
· Stairway to the Stars – ‘a wonderful mix of music from a bygone era’.
However, the ACMA found that the genre of music broadcast during the remainder of the live hosted programs was similar to the automated programming described above. Samples of the station logs and audio recordings of live hosted programs indicate that presenters select music tracks from the same music catalogue used for the automated programming. 
The ACMA found that music tracks are announced and back announced by the presenters. The ACMA considers that this enhances the appeal of the music programming broadcast by the service.
The ACMA considers that Myall Coast Radio FM’s music programming includes genres similar to the music broadcast on commercial stations that are licenced to broadcast in the area. In coming to this conclusion, the ACMA considered the following:
· Four Newcastle-based commercial radio stations (being 3 FM stations and one AM station) are licenced to broadcast in the area in which the Myall Coast Radio FM signal is available.
· A 2021 survey of Newcastle commercial radio found that 60 per cent of listeners aged over 40 years of age, and 55% of listeners aged over 55 years of age, listened mostly to one of the 4 commercial stations during the period[footnoteRef:6]. [6: http://www.radioalive.com.au/RA/media/General/Documents/Surveys%20for%20Major%20Regional/GfK_SummaryReport_Newcastle_S1-2021.pdf?ext=.pdf accessed 13 August 2021] 

· Commercial service 2HD AM broadcasts to regional areas and promotes itself as having a Classic Hits music format. The survey found that 64 per cent of its listeners are aged 55 years and over.
· Commercial service HIT 106.9 FM Newcastle is part of the Southern Cross Austereo Regional Network and has a music format that targets the 30-54 age group – ‘Focusing on hit music, old-school favourites and RNB Fridays with hit shows at Breakfast and Drive’[footnoteRef:7]. [7:  https://www.southerncrosssaustereo.com.au/audio/ accessed 13 August 2021 ] 

The ACMA considers that Myall Coast Radio’s music programming is likely to appeal to an audience aged over 50 years of age. ABS population data indicates 73.1 per cent of the resident population of the Tea Gardens area to be over 50 years of age[footnoteRef:8].  Accordingly, the music programming provided by Myall Coast Radio FM is likely to appeal to a significant proportion of the general population of the licence area.  [8:  https://quickstats.censusdata.abs.gov.au/census_services/getproduct/census/2016/quickstat/SSC13779 accessed 13 August 2021] 

News and weather bulletins
Myall Coast Radio FM broadcasts ‘ready to air’ news bulletins provided by Air News Media including:
· A national news and sport bulletin broadcast on the hour, every hour, between 7 am and 7 pm daily.
· A NSW news bulletin broadcast on the half hour, from 6am to 6pm from Monday to Friday.
The ACMA’s review of station logs and sample recordings of the broadcasts found that the national news bulletin was approximately 5 minutes in duration and the NSW bulletin was approximately 3 minutes in duration.
Myall Coast Radio also broadcasts a weekly live hosted news program Myall Coast News of the Area - read by Rhonda.
The program schedule provided by the Licensee indicates that a local weather report was broadcast every hour from 7 am to 7pm daily.
The ACMA considers that the news and weather programming provided by Myall Coast Radio FM is likely to appeal to a broad audience of the general population of the licence area.
Live hosted programs
The weekly program schedule of Myall Coast Radio FM includes 10 live hosted programs. A copy of the schedule is at Attachment E.
The ACMA reviewed a sample of recordings of the following live-hosted programs:
· Breakfast with Maggie broadcast weekdays from 7 am to 10 am and described in the program schedule as ‘A mix of Baby Boomer Classics and fun snippets’.
· Music Through the Ages broadcast from 11 am to 1 pm on Wednesday and described in the program schedule as ‘A program of great hits from the 60’s onwards brought to you by Ian’.
As outlined above, music was the predominant element of the live-hosted programs. The presenters announce and back-announce the music tracks. In addition, the presenters added the following elements to their programs:
· time calls
· local weather conditions 
· road and traffic reports
· announcements about local airport arrivals, departures and delays
· community announcements (what’s on) such as community markets, charity golf days and garage sales.
The ACMA considers that the elements added by the presenters enhance the general appeal of the programming provided by Myall Coast Radio FM.
Analysis of the appeal of Myall Coast Radio FM’s programs
In summary, the ACMA considers that each of the primary elements of the service provided by Myall Coast Radio FM, music programming, news and weather bulletins, and live hosted programs, add to the appeal of the service and the service as a whole is likely to appeal to a general audience in the broadcast area, a majority of whom are aged 50 years and over. 
Accordingly, the ACMA’s finding is that the overall programming of Myall Coast Radio FM is not of limited appeal. 
ACMA’s finding about whether Myall Coast Radio FM’s reception is limited 
The ACMA’s finding is that the licensee does not target a special interest group, does not intend its service for a limited location, does not provide its service during a limited period or to cover a special event, and does not provide programs of limited appeal. 
Accordingly, the ACMA’s finding is that the licensee’s service’s reception is not limited in accordance with any of subparagraphs 18(1)(a)(i), (ii), (iii) or (iv) of the BSA and the licensee is therefore not providing a narrowcasting service within the meaning of section 18 of the BSA.
Is the licensee of Myall Coast Radio FM contravening a condition of its licence?
The licensee holds an apparatus licence for a low power open narrowcasting service that falls within the scope of paragraph 4.8(a) of the LCD and is therefore subject to this provision.
As outlined above, the ACMA’s finding is that reception of Myall Coast Radio FM is not limited under any of the criteria at section 18 of the BSA and the licensee is, accordingly, not providing an open narrowcasting service. As the licensee of Myall Coast Radio FM is only licensed to provide a low power open narrowcasting service, the ACMA’s finding is that the license has contravened paragraph 4.8(a) of the LCD which is a condition of its apparatus licence.[footnoteRef:9] [9:  For the period under investigation, a contravention of paragraph 4.8(a) of the LCD may constitute an offence under section 113 of the Radcoms Act.]

Our intention remains to service a number of special interest groups of residents in the area. 
These special interest groups include:

1. The visually impaired
1. Tourists and visitors
1. The indigenous community
1. Veterans 
1. Those experiencing an emergency situation
MCR’s plans have always included providing specific programming for these groups including:
1. Programs that can connect individuals with the community
1. The reading of the local newspaper (a joint initiative with the local newspaper) is being planned along with information for tourists
1. Also planned are CBAA programs for our special interest groups
1. Special broadcasts during emergencies i.e. floods, fires or major accidents

1. We are now aware that Myall Coast Radio Inc (MCR) has breached the above licence condition, and we apologise for this.

As described in Part 2 of the Guidelines for Narrowcasting Services under “Other Matters” “Specialised Equipment”, it is our understanding that accessibility of service is reduced if a special receiver is needed which is the case for Tea Gardens’ residents. Therefore, we dispute the fact that “The area in which the Myall Coast Radio FM signal is available is covered by four Newcastle-based commercial radio stations (being 3 FM stations and one AM station) as we are unable to pick up these stations in our area without residents having to purchase specialised equipment.
